Guard Brief (Chaser Classes)

Guard/Escort Classes:

1. Are required for all Units to use the D-Cell on Fort Bragg.

2. Are Conducted:

A. Tuesdays 1030 or 1330/Thursdays 1030 or 1330

B. At Fort Bragg LEC
3. Units must arrange with DAT at least 24hrs prior to class to get Guards/Escorts Trained.
4. Soldiers who are confined in the D-Cell are only authorized for a confinement up to 72 hrs NOTE: Any longer stay must be approved by the Provost Marshal  

5. Must send, 8 – 10 Soldiers at a minimum to receive a class.

D-Cell Processing

Units prior to arrival should:

1. Coordinate for shackles prior to transporting to the Military Police Station (910) 396-1179/4401.

2. Receive unit guard and escort training

3. Arrange for government (Non- Tactical) vehicle for transport.

4. Gather required documentation.

5. Gathered required uniform and medicines.
Units upon arrival will:
1. Report to the Military Police Desk.

2. Provide required paperwork, failing to produce documentation will result in denial of access to detention cell. 

3. Receive guard training, if training was not conducted prior to arrival. 

Required documentation For D-Cell: Units must, regardless of type of confinement, provide one copy of:

1. DD Form 2707 (Confinement Order) - includes the medical certificate, to be completed on each prisoner by a medical officer, physician assistant, or nurse clinician.

2. DA Form 6 (Duty Roster) - must detail an NCOIC, two guards (equivalent rank or higher) per eight hour shift, non consecutive, for the duration of confinement. At least one guard must be the same gender as the person confined.

3. Meal Request Memorandum - a normal ration of food and water will be provided, three times daily (2 MREs, which must be field stripped and one hot meal provided by a Military Dining Facility.

4.  Activation of D-Cell Request Memo
5. DD Form 503 (Medical Examiner’s Report) – Which must in Profiles, Injuries, List of Medications (With directions of how to be prescribed) Filled out by a medical officer. If there are no medical problems or medication for the SM the Medical Officer needs to state so.

6. Guard/Escort Briefing Roster – List must include all Guards/NCOIC that are on the DA 6.

Required items:

1. Authorized uniform for confinement in the Detention Cell, is the Improved Physical Fitness Uniform (With drawstring removed).

2. If confinement is longer than 24 hours then the unit must also provide one set of clean undergarments for every day confined.

3. Prescribed medicines, by medical professional (To be issued by Guards, to inmate at prescribed times).
